· Course overview-  In Spanish II we will begin with a 2 week review of ALL of last year's material and then immediately begin to learn the 1st of the two Spanish past tenses.  Much the year will concentrate on these two tenses and when to use them.  We will also learn commands as well as other grammar topics and lots of vocabulary.  We will complete the book up to Chapter 6-2.  Units 7 and 8 are repeated in the 3rd year book. 

· Student materials Needed- coming to class unprepared will seriously affect your participation grade.

         A heavy duty folder (We will have a lot of handouts that students will want to keep.) 

         A composition notebook must be brought to class each day (you may use last year's if you still have it).

         A pen or pencil (We prefer students use a pencil for all class assignments and homework.)

         A jump drive or other storage system.

· Grading  and test policies


* Grades will be kept in points.  A computer program converts the points to percentages using the 
school's grading scale.  Parents and students may check grades at any time using PowerSchool. 


* Tests and major projects are 80-100 points.  Test reviews are normally available 2-3 days in advance.  


* Quizzes will be 40-50 points and will generally be announced 1 to 2 days in advance.


* Participation grades will be taken each 9 weeks.  This will be worth the same as a quiz. 


* Composition notebooks (required) will be graded each 9 weeks.   


* Figuring semester grades: Each 9 weeks grade counts 2/5ths and the semester final exam counts 1/5th.  

· Homework policy


* Homework is sometimes collected and graded for points. Other times it is checked off in the grade 
book for completion points.  Completion points are given on a 5>1 basis, with a 5 being all work 
complete.  Homework may come from workbook or textbook assignments, worksheets or in-class 
exercises and projects, and written assignments.

· Make up policy


*Full Day Absences- It is the student's responsibility to find out what work must be made up following 
an absence.  They should be able to check the website to get lesson plans to see if they can complete the 
work before returning to school.  Students should contact me before class and check the make up folder 
for worksheets that need to be completed.  Unannounced quizzes must be made up within 2 days of 
returning, and 
tests within 3 days.  Students are allowed up to one day of  make up time for each day 
that they are absent.  Please be aware that the class is moving ahead, so students should try to make up 
their work as quickly as possible so as not to get behind.  It can be very difficult to catch up.  


*Partial Day Absences- If a student is in attendance for part of the day, I expect them to come by my 
room during passing period either before they leave, or when they return to get the day's homework.  I 
expect a student who is in school for part of the day to be prepared for class the following day. 


*Late work: In general I do not accept late work.  If there are extenuating circumstances, late work 
might be turned in a day late for partial credit only.  However, acceptance of late work is at the sole 
discretion of the teacher.  Extenuating circumstances are defined as a family emergency or something of 
a serious nature.  

· Extra help time


I am more than willing to help students during my prep period (4th) or before or after school with a pre-
arranged time.  Also, students (and parents) can get lots of extra help by utilizing the Husky Spanish 
website  ( (http://huskyspanish.weebly.com/  ) which includes tutorials, as well as access to the online 
textbook and @Home Tutor. 

· Contacting your teacher


If you need to contact me, the best way for is through email.  Or, you can submit a question on the 
website. Please do not hesitate to contact me if you have any questions or concerns.  I will try to contact 
you if I feel that your student is struggling in class or if there are discipline issues.  If you need speak to 
me of directly by phone, please try to call at the end of the day at 2:45.  If you have to leave a message, 
please let me know when is a 
good time to return your phone call.    

· Attendance policy- please see above (make up policies) and refer to the Student Handbook. 

· Tardy Policy- 1st tardy to Spanish= warning,  2nd tardy= contact home,  3rd tardy= teacher detention (5 minutes before or after class or school) 4th tardy= discipline referral to office. 

· Class Rules:  Please read and make yourself familiar with the ABC's of Success in Spanish rules. Please keep the above information for reference.  Please sign and return the information sheet (attached). 

The ABC’s of Success in Spanish

Attend to personal needs during passing period.  

Bring required materials to class everyday. Bring your passbook! If you do not bring your materials it will affect your participation grade. 

Come to class on time.  3 Tardies is a discipline referral. 

Do not cheat!  The desks are very close so be careful!  Doing your own homework is a key to success!
Eating or gum chewing in class is not allowed except when we are having special functions or treats. 

Follow the teacher’s directions immediately without talking.   

Get to work right away.  Start on early work as soon as the bell rings- you only have 5 minutes) If you don't 
make good use of homework time, I won't give it to you. 

Honor your teacher and your classmates by not teasing, being rude or using inappropriate language.  Respect 
everyone!  No cussing! 

Interruptions should be kept to a minimum. 


-talking out of turn, getting up to throw away paper, etc. When in doubt--ask permission.

Join in all classroom discussions.  This will be key to getting a good participation grade. You will learn Spanish best if you are willing to speak it.  Don’t be afraid to make mistakes, everyone does! Take risks with the language!
